Child Sexual Exploitation Screening Tool
Child sexual exploitation is a form of abuse. It involves children and young people being forced or manipulated into sexual activity in exchange for something- money, gifts or accommodation, or less tangible goods such as affection or status. The sexual activity and exchange may be seen as consensual, but are based on an imbalance of power which severely limits victims’ options. 
This Tool has been developed to enable the identification of children and young people at risk of sexual exploitation.

	Low risk 

A child who may be in need but who is not currently at risk of being groomed for sexual exploitation.


	(1) Work with child, young person and family to develop an awareness of the risks that can lead to a situation in which they may be exposed to sexual exploitation - delivered on a single agency basis or integrated into existing multi-agency plan (EHA/CIN/CP)  . 

Ongoing review of risk required particularly if there are any changes in circumstances.

	
	Medium risk

A child who may be at risk of being groomed for sexual exploitation.
	(1) A multi-agency approach will be needed to promote child’s safety and well-being. 

(2)  Refer to CMOG Panel and refer to Children’s Social Work Services who will lead the completion of a specialist CSE Risk Assessment on a multi-agency basis.  The CMOG Panel will devise a safeguarding and support plan or such activity should be integrated into an existing multi-agency plan (CIN/CP).  The plan should include actions in relation to disrupting, investigating and prosecuting perpetrators.  Risk should be closely monitored and regularly assessed as part of the risk management process.

	
	Significant risk

A child who may be targeted for opportunistic abuse through exchange of sex for drugs, accommodation (overnight stays) and goods etc. 

OR

A child who is at significant risk or is already being sexually exploited. Sexual exploitation is likely to be habitual, often self-denied and coercion and control is implicit.
	(1)  A multi-agency approach will be needed to promote child’s safety and well-being. 

(2)  Refer to CMOG Panel and refer to Children’s Social Work Services who will lead the completion of a specialist CSE Risk Assessment on a multi-agency basis.  The CMOG Panel will devise a safeguarding and support plan or such activity should be integrated into an existing multi-agency plan (CIN/CP).  The plan should include actions in relation to disrupting, investigating and prosecuting perpetrators.  Risk should be closely monitored and regularly assessed as part of the risk management process.
